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This half term has been incredibly 

busy for the children and adults of 

both Mundford and Gooderstone 

Primary Academies. 

Our theme has been ɈThe Wizard of 

Ozɉ and we have thoroughly enjoyed 

learning about the journey that 

Dorothy went on and the friends she 

met along the way.

We all enjoyed celebrating National 

Science week in March, and took part 

in a variety of experiments, including 

how to measure wind, how colours 

travel and how our bodies change 

when we exercise.  Some classes held 

Science themed Mundford Junctions 

and parents were invited in to 

complete experiments alongside their 

child.  We were also fortunate to have 

a number of visitors to the school to 

discuss how they use Science in their 

everyday lives. The highlight was an 

Ox heart dissection we watched live in 

the hall, followed by the opportunity 

to hold a piece of the heart, which 

many children wanted to do.  

Earlier in the month we celebrated 

World Book Day and all the children 

(and many adults!) came to school 

dressed as their favourite book 

character. This was a fantastic 

opportunity to share a love for 

reading which we hope will last a 

lifetime. The children received a £1 

book voucher for taking part and 

many of the children were excited to 

be able to use it to choose one of the 

special edition world book day texts 

produced for £1.  

Next half term our theme will be 

ɈAlice in Wonderlandɉ and we are 

looking forward to all the new 

learning that will take place, and 

hopefully a Mad Hatters Tea Party 

too!
